aryana has excelled in Hproviding household 
facilties in the recent 

years.
According to the National 

Family Health Survey (NFHS-5), 
conducted in the year 2019-21,the 
percentage of the houses with 
electricity stood at  99.5% which 
was otherwise 91.5% in the 
previous survey; houses with 
improved source of drinking 
water as 98.6% which was 95.6 
and 96.6% households using 
toilet facilities; 40.1% households 
using solid fuel for cooking and 
about 76.5% people living in 

pucca houses.
The survey in Haryana covered 

18,229 numbers of total 
households, about 21,909 women 
and 3,224 men with the response 
rate of 96.7%, 

In all this survey extended to 11 
states covering 636,699 households 
(urban and rural areas), 724,115 
women, and 101,839 men were 
interviewed with the response rate 
of 98%.

The survey concluded that about 
85% of households of Haryana have 
been provided with improved/basic 
sanitation facilities which were 
recorded as 79.2% in the previous 
survey and about 96.8% of 
residents (urban and rural areas) are

Haryana has further recorded

under age five years, whose birth 
was registered with the civil 
authorities, was about 95.1% of 
children, 95.7% children (urban 
areas) and 94.9% children (rural 
areas).

Furthermore, the state has 
recorded electronic data while 
interviewing households, men and

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Strict vigil as date is set for municipal polls

aryana is all geared up to Hhold the municipal 
council election on June 

19. Haryana State Election 
Commissioner, Sh. Dhanpat 
Singh has asked all the election 
observers to personally visit each 
polling booth to ensure that there 
were no last-minute problems.

The election will take place in  
456 wards in the election of 18 
municipal councils. 

In all ,185 candidates are 
contesting for the post of 
President of these Municipal 
Councils, out of which 100 male 
and 85 female candidates.

While the BJP has fielded 14 
candidates, Aam Aadmi Party 18, 
INLD 15, BSP 10, LSP 4 and JJP 
4 candidates for the post of city 
council president.

The Election Commissioner 
informed that 1792 candidates are 
in the fray for the municipal 
council members, out of which 
BJP has fielded 102, Aam Aadmi 
Party 47, INLD 16, BSP has 
fielded 1 candidate in the 
municipal council election.

He said that 220 candidates 
are contesting for the post of 
president in a total of 432 wards 
of 28 municipalities.  Of these, 
BJP has fielded 19, Aam Aadmi 
Party 26, INLD 11, BSP 7 and JJP 

four candidates for the post of 
Municipality President.  A total of 
1301 candidates are contesting for 
the municipal members, out of 
which 783 are males and 518 are 
females. 

All general supervisors, police 
supervisors, expenditure super-
visors, all Deputy Commissioners, 
all Superintendents of Police and 
Returning Officers have been asked 
to give final touches to the 
preparations for conducting the 
election peacefully and fairly.

The police have been asked to  

maintain law and order during the 
elections. The police has been 
asked to keep a strict vigil on the 
people who are on furlough. 
"Whoever is found with an 
unlicensed weapon, immediate 
action should be taken against him. 
Illegal distribution of liquor etc. 
during elections should not be 
permissible, said an official 
directive adding that during 
elections some candidates try to 

lure voters through money, action 
should be taken against such people 
as well.

As the campaigning picks up in 
days to come , all supervisors have 
been asked to ensure that the model 
code of conduct is properly 
followed. If any candidate pastes 
posters etc. on government 
property, then action should be 
taken against him. All the Deputy 
Commissioners should ensure that 
there is no shortage of EVMs in any 
district, and if there is a need for 

training regarding EVMs and 
elections in the districts, then it 
should be imparted as well. The 
EVMs should also be shown to all 
the contesting candidates and the 
political parties concerned.

All the Deputy 
Commissioners have been asked 
to make complete arrangements 
for drinking water at the polling 
booths and if there is no 
electricity connection then 
alternate arrangements be made. 
All polling booths must have 
adequate lights, fans etc. Ramps 
should be made at polling booths 
for disabled voters. Apart from 
this, there should be a wheel chair 
arrangement. The State Election 
Commissioner said that masks 
and sanitizers should also be kept 
at all polling booths.

Panwar, Karthikeya elected to RS

r Krishna Lal Panwar, MBJP choice, and Mr 
Karthikeya Sharma, an 

Independent candidate, have won 
the Rajya Sabha election from 
Haryana. The Chief Minister, Mr 
Manohar Lal, has congratulated 
them on their victory. “It is a 
victory for the people of Haryana”, 
he said, adding that both MPs 
would go to the Rajya Sabha and 
raise the issues concerning the state 
and its people.

Whichever candidate got one-
third of the total number of votes in 
the elections won and the candidate 
falling short of the winning figure 
lost. One-third of the 88 MLAs in 
the Haryana Legislative Assembly 
worked out to 29.34. By combining 
the first and second preferences, 
both candidates have this number 
whereas the Congress candidate 
failed to score this number and was 
defeated.

he movement of Tgovernment files through 
e-office with greater 

transparency is set to gather speed 
in Haryana. Come October, and 
the latest version 7 of e-office will 
be deployed to do the job.

This was disclosed by the 
Chief Secretary, Mr Sanjeev 
Kaushal, while presiding over a 
review meeting regarding the 
implementation of the e-office 
process. He said the new version 
7 of e-office would be made 
available by October to ensure 
that no delay is caused in any 
work.  

The new version of e-Office 7 
can be accessed on tablets and 
iPad also. In this multiple 
documents can be opened 
simultaneously at the same time.

Besides, the facility of speech 
to text and paragraph referencing 
feature will also be available in 
this new version. There will be 
the facility to work in both Hindi 
and English language. This will 
also improve the working 
capacity of employees deputed in 
government offices, said Mr 
Kaushal.

As envisaged by the Chief 
Minister, with implementation of 
the e-office the entire working of 
the government offices would be 
made paperless. So far, e-office 
has been implemented in 146 
departments, boards and 
corporations of the state.

Family Health Survey (NFHS-5), 
conducted in the year 2019-21,the 
percentage of the houses with 
electricity stood at  99.5% which 
was otherwise 91.5% in the 
previous survey; houses with 
improved source of drinking

The survey in Haryana covered

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n the Khelo India Youth Games held in IPanchkula secured the first position with 52 
gold medals by beating its rival 

Maharashtra, which won 45 gold. Haryana 
bagged a total of 137 medals with 52 Gold, 39 
Silver and 46 Bronze medals while 
Maharashtra has managed to fetch a total of 
125 medals by bagging 45 Gold, 40 Silver and 
40 Bronze medals. 

Similarly, Karnataka at number three 
bagged a total of 67 medals including 22 Gold, 
17 Silver and 28 Bronze medals.

About 8,500 players from across the 
country participated in the fourth edition of 
Khelo India Youth Games-2021.
